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Summary 
 
The British Museumôs International Training Programme (ITP) seeks to develop a sustainable global 
network of inspired museum and heritage professionals, through sharing knowledge, skills and 
experiences. The ITP alumni now totals 335 fellows from 57 countries spanning the world and the 
Museum aims to develop and deliver a wide range of projects and programmes to ensure the 
Programme thrives in the years ahead.   
 
Philanthropic support for the ITP has enabled the British Museum (BM) to plan with added confidence 
and provide for the programme's growing network of culture and heritage professionals. In November 
2022, with the generous support of the Marie-Louise von Motesiczky Charitable Trust and the 
supporters of the Lambert Fellowship, the Museum was able to support eight ITP fellows to attend the 
Museums Association (MA) Annual Conference in Edinburgh. During this week-long project, three of 
the fellows attended a Leadership legacy project at the British Museum in the days leading up to the 
conference. The remaining five fellows participated in associated programming at V&A Dundee, 
University of Aberdeen Museums and Special Collections, Aberdeen Archives, Gallery and Museums 
and National Museums of Scotland, before the whole group met in Edinburgh to begin the conference 
experience. 
 
This report provides an overview of the scope and delivery of both programmes, held in London and 
Edinburgh between 29 October and 6 November 2022.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 

 

ITP Leadership 2022 
 
This legacy project opportunity was aimed at new, emerging leaders and those fellows looking to 
develop their leadership and management skills to enable their career development through a short 
programme centred around leadership and management.

Sessions at the British Museum shared experiences and knowledge from across the sector and 
provided practical tips and hints to support the successful candidateôs leadership skills. Leadership 
styles were assessed alongside exploring areas such as governance; crisis management; leading 
change; collaborative leadership; digital transformation; civic leadership; leadership in action and 
managing resources. There was also the opportunity to spend time at museums and galleries around 
London.  
 
All the sessions were interactive and explorative to define a new definition for leadership, since the 
meaning of the word óleaderô can be perceived in different ways. But the one point in our discussion is 
that we need an inclusive approach to managing cultural heritage.

museum display tour. Neil spoke to the group 

about the history of the collection and international relations such as loans, travelling exhibitions, 
repatriation and decolonisation. Abeer is originally from Egypt and as a former colleague of Nagwa, 
this was a great reunion for them after many years apart.

Two strands of history come together in the story of the development of National Museums Scotland:

The Museums Association (MA) is a professional membership organisation for museum, gallery and 
heritage professionals, organisations, and companies that work in the sector. The MA aims to share 
knowledge, develop skills, inspire innovation, and provide leadership whilst advocating for museums, 
setting ethical standards and running training and professional development programmes. The 
Museums Association Conference and is held annually and is the largest event for museum and 



 

 

 

heritage professionals in Europe. Each year the International Training Programme organise a week-
long programme structured around the MA annual conference. 
 
By attending the MA Conference we aim to offer our ITP fellows further platforms to network and gain 
knowledge beyond what is traditionally offered through the Annual Programme. Our aim is for fellows 
to attend a new range of skills-building sessions, to hear from colleagues globally about current 
practices and projects, to engage in debates around the future of museums and their audiences, and 
to create networks that may be outside our usual remit. 
 
A highlight for the ITP team and fellows was seeing Layla Salih (Iraq, ITP Fellow 2008) speak during 
the Culture during conflict plenary. Layla currently works as an Adviser for the German Agency for 
International Cooperation (GIZ) and joined speakers from around the world discuss the role of culture 
during times of conflict in this fascinating session.

The ITP fellows were able to attend a diverse range of workshops and lectures during the conference 
and were impressed at the focus on inclusion and wellbeing. Culture during conflict, climate change 
and decolonisation-based sessions were also particularly valued by the group. The fellows felt that, 
particularly post COVID-19, it is easier to relate to issues facing museums worldwide and, in the UK, 
and to put them into the context of their own museum or workplace. 
 
The fellows described the conference as truly inspiring and informative, full of opportunities for 
collaboration and knowledge and motivated them to think about similar issues and projects to apply in 
their museums and countries. 
 
In such a rapidly changing time we have to be aware and know how to react in such conditions. 
Moreover, we live in one world and we cannot isolate ourselves from all the chaos happening around 
which also connects to each of us and to how we respond.

Networking 
 
Networking is one of the vital 
elements of an ITP legacy project 
and the programme included 
evening and weekend events, 
providing an informal and relaxed 
setting for fellows, the ITP team and 
conference participants to engage. 
Holding two legacy projects at the 
same time in Edinburgh meant that 
there were even more opportunities 
for fellows to meet others in the 
network than previous conference 
years. Some of the fellows meeting 
for the first time discovered many common interests and collections in their museums and have started 
preliminary discussions on future collaborations.  
 
Two of ITPôs UK Partners joined us for the MA Conference - Sarah Gore, Teaching Museum Manager 
at Norfolk Museums Service and Ronan Brindley, Head of Learning and Engagement at Manchester 
Art Gallery. This provided a further networking opportunity and was a chance for some of the fellows to 
catch up with Ronan and Sarah, having previously met on the Annual Programme or to meet for the 
first time. 
 
Social Media played a role, as always, in the project and Facebook posts, Instagram posts and tweets 
were regularly posted during the week by both the fellows and ITP team, using the conferences 
hashtags. The fellows also wrote blogs about sessions during and after the conference in order to 
share as much of this learning with the ITP network as possible, via the ITP website.

Outcomes   
 
Clear and immediate results are demonstrated in the fellowsô reports, which they each wrote on their 
time spent on their legacy projects:  
 

¶ Enhanced relationships across ITP year cohorts and between curators from different countries.   

¶ A clear desire from the group to share and disseminate their learning with colleagues back in 
their home institutions. 

¶ The legacy programmes gave a level of support to the fellows which enabled them to think 
about and revaluate their personal career progression. 

¶ Enhanced relationships between the BM, our programme partner museums, the Museums 
Association and the global ITP network. 

¶ Confirmation of the ITPôs strategic aims up to 2025, particularly the potential impact of enabling 
our fellows to have access to international events that cost and logistics would otherwise bar. 

¶ Interest in other legacy projects (the Annual Programmeôs Senior fellow role, for example) due 
to the two legacy projects crossing over and creating a wider ranging group of fellows. 

¶ The fellows reports stated that these projects have given them new ideas that they wanted to 
put into practice back home.  

¶ The size of the group meant that fellows could discuss issues and possible collaborations 
directly with our BM and UK partner museum colleagues and colleagues at the MA and, 
perhaps most importantly, with each other.   

 
 
Conclusion 
 
The MA Conference and ITP Leadership programme provided ITP fellows with a platform for 
discussion and sharing knowledge for the sixth time which again proved to be inspirational and 
motivating. The conference provides a change in dynamic to the annual programme and our other 
legacy projects and allows fellows to explore the cultural sector in the UK more freely, with more 
choice to choose particular areas of interest to focus on over the week. 
 
The programmeôs key aim is to build a global network of museum professionals and the MA legacy 
project builds additional links between colleagues and strengthens the global community of museums.  
 
The British Museum is very grateful to the Marie-Louise von Motesiczky Charitable Trust and the 
supporters of the Lambert Fellowship for its involvement and encouragement of the project, and for 
providing support to enable fellows to attend.  We would also like to thank our UK partner colleagues 
who gave up their time and shared their expertise and experiences so freely.

Alongside working as a conservator at the National Museum of the Union Alba Iulia in Romania, Ioan 

takes an interest in Roman antiquity and is particularly knowledgeable on the ancient bone, ivory and 

horn artefacts from Apvlvm (modern day Alba Iulia, Romania) during II-III centuries AD. Ioan has a 

good knowledge of military inscriptions on bricks and tiles of the XIII Gemina legion in the Roman 

province of Dacia, having recorded thousands of inscriptions of this kind in the last few years. And Ioan 

is also researching the religious icons and books from Transylvania during the XVI-XIX centuries. 

As a conservator it is Ioanôs responsibility to ensure the collections of paintings, icons and books that 

the museum holds are safe and have a healthy microclimate in the stores and in the exhibitions. He is 

interested in how other specialists deal with this activity and is keen to explore the conservation 

profession across the world.

ITP and Museums professionals  
 
ITP Fellows and other museum professionals I met during my time in Edinburgh: one of the best 

achievements of joining the programme is the great relationships, not only on the professional level, but 

also on the human level, creating networking and being part of a global family that always follow up and 

exchange news. We participated in many discussions, especially those dealing with societies, 

decolonization, restitution, recovery, and integration, presenting points of view from different 

backgrounds that reflect that human experiences are similar even with spatial and cultural differences. 

We heard about colonialism and its impact on African museums, and the viewpoint of Western museums 

and their dealings with the heritage of other cultures. Motivation was given to myself, with my ITP 

colleagues on how to continue communication and participation in research on museums and heritage. 



 

 

 

We also exchanged experiences during the visit to V&A Dundee during their presentation on design, 

textiles, and the plastic exhibition, sharing my knowledge in displaying textiles in Egyptian museums, the 

plastic disaster in Egypt, with the approach of Cop 27 in Egypt, and the Egyptian museumsô green 

initiative. Moreover, we saw the collections of the University of Aberdeen Special Collections and 

Museums, especially the Egyptian collection, and how they are interpreted from a Western point of view, 

thinking about decolonization, not only through retrieval, but through the participation of societies in the 

interpretation of their heritage. 

 

 

 

Participating in MA Conference 2022. 

Professionally, one of my main motives in attending international conferences related to museums, is 

how they are greatly changing ideas and create learning about global visions in the field of museums 

besides developing my abilities to deal with contemporary issues as a specialist in the museum and 

society. The ITP supported participation in the conference, communicating and providing opportunities 

for the programme fellows, to participate in conferences and training that develop skills and knowledge. 

Also, the topic of the conference "Make Change Happen" was a stimulus ï to get to know the vision of 

museum specialists of the future considering a complex and rapidly changing world. Personally, holding 

the conference in Edinburgh was very encouraging because it is one of the cities I wished to visit, with 

its unique location, history, and heritage.

MA Conference (Make change Happen) 3-5 November 2022.  

The conference programme was full of many distinguished sessions, which made me confused about 

which ones I should choose to attend.   Finally, I decided to choose the one closest to the research that 

I am currently working on alongside the situation of museums in my country. Since Egypt was preparing 

to Cop27, I attended sessions about climate change.  

 

 

The Museums for Climate Justice session shed light on: - 

¶ Climate justice means working together - it is everybodyôs responsibility, the need to act, how 

can this improve the biodiversity? 

¶ Museums using their platform to engage audiences. Not only to present the impact of climate 

change because that is very evident recently, but to act, highlighting the stories of individuals 

and communities.  



 

 

 

¶ How we can adopt sustainable policies and practices while thinking of people with disabilities 

and people who are most impacted.  

¶ Connecting art and culture and creating spaces for arts and cultural workers to discuss climate 

change. 

 

 

Creating an anti- racist country- practical lessons from Welsh museums shed light on:  

¶ History and culture of Black, Asian, and Minority Ethnic communities are repressed. 

¶ 2021 - Wales became the first UK nation to make the teaching of Black, Asian, and Minority 

Ethnic history and experiences mandatory in the school curriculum.   

¶ Efforts of the Welsh Government to become a truly anti-racist country through all the museums 

in the country. 

 

Supporting Workforce Wellbeing  

One of the best sessions I attended that discussed: - 

¶ Wellbeing as the state of being comfortable and healthy, or happy. It is affected by our 

experiences of life and work. 

¶ Focus on physical safety and on physical health and what does it take for museums to set this 

up. 

¶ Types of self-care (physical ï social ï spaces ï financial ï emotional ï personal ï spiritual - 

work). 



 

 

 

¶ The best part of this session was the exercise that allowed us to think about our work, our roles 

ï such as activities that have psychosocial hazards, activities and tasks that create óstrain and 

impactô. 

 

 

Culture during conflict. Speakers discussed: - 

¶ How to protect not only heritage but also people that look after that heritage.  

¶ The different initiatives that have been launched during conflicts in different countries, for 

example, the heritage emergency response from volunteer teams to help respond in Ukraine, a 

website; Creative Memory of the Syrian Revolution, initiative for refugees and the Cultural 

Rescue Initiative at the Smithsonian. 

¶ The definition of culture from the point of view of the speakers, during the experiences of war 

and conflict included knowledge, human culture, relation between a person and their 

surroundings, rediscovering things they do not know about, discovering places, marginalized 

people, reconnecting and rediscovering what values can unite people. Culture is letting people 

have their identity, their history, it is style of life, a powerful instrument to preserve us in a unique 

time of conflict.  

My favorite tour was - Rediscover the Egyptian Collection. 

National Museums Scotlandôs Ancient Egyptian collection comprises around 6,000 items, including 

many internationally significant objects. Dan Pottea, assistant curator, Ancient Mediterranean, presented 

a great tour for his Arts and Humanities Research Council project. The project sheds light on individuals 

who intersected the roles of excavator and dealer in British-led excavations in Egypt and Sudan and the 



 

 

 

impact of their activities on the museumôs collections today.  There were many discussions with the 

participants about how museums engaged with Egyptian collections in new interpretation of their 

heritage. 

 

 

The conference and the discussions had an impact on me, motivating me to transfer my experience to 

my colleagues through several lectures that will be held during December, in which I will present an 

overview of museums and wellbeing, and decolonization.

This day was so important to me because my institution started a 10-year project of decolonizing one 
of the museums in Rwanda, I was inspired by how they are addressing colonial histories and legacies 
in their daily work, afterwards we had the World Culture gallery tour by John Giblin.  
Take home: Decolonisation in European museums is very different to the decolonization of the 
Ethnographic Museum in Rwanda, but we have started doing the work, simply changing narratives or 
putting the stories that were ignored previously whilst describing objects we have and recognising 
skills and knowledge of the object owners. 
 
Thursday, the conference starts 
 
In general, the sessions I attended were related to decolonization, restitution, climate change, 
professional development,   
The countryside: Ten walks through colonial Britain, Museums for climate justice, Developing yourself 
and others, Who is afraid of decolonization, Reclaiming the narrative ï violence against women and 
girls.

The Museums Association Conference 2022 was 

held in a hybrid mode; however, I was lucky to 

attend it in person which let me feel the 

atmosphere, meet museum specialists, discuss 

the most relevant topics and make new friends 

which were not possible last year online. This year 

the conference analysed how museums in the UK 

and around the world can create better places to 

live and work in a post-pandemic world. The 

sessions, workshops, networking meetings and in-

practice sessions tackled such topics as well-

being, decolonisation, anti-racism, sustainability, 

climate crisis, inequality and many others. 

Considering my area of speciality, I mostly 

focused on the sessions which could add to my 

knowledge and give me a different perspective. 

This was the main session ñEmerging Museum 

Professionals: We are the futureò where young 

professionals discussed the possibility of the 

involvement of emerging museum professionals in 

decision-making, empowerment of these young 

people and raising this awareness among 

the current leaders. The topic is relevant for me and my country since the existing hierarchy within 

the system of cultural institutions shut out the young staff and discourage them to work, express 

themselves and make changes which could have been a great opportunity to make museums a more 

friendly space for visitors and for 

workers. 

Another amazing plenary on 

leadership, well-  being and 

decolonisation was ñLeading 

Changeò where the directors of 

different museums shared their 

experiences on how they reacted 

and adapted to the challenging 

pandemic time, and what they 

have learnt from it. It was truly 

inspiring and informative; 

leadership is about accountability, 

making a difference, driving and 

empowering people, helping, 

seeing people flourishing, and 

knowing when it is time to leave

The next highlight for me in this conference was the plenary ñCulture during conflictò where  panelists 

from the UK, USA, Ukraine, Syria, and Iraq shared their experiences and discussed the role of culture, 

priorities, and values during times of conflict. Many would say that it is not relevant for Uzbekistan; 

however, in such a rapidly changing time we have to be aware and know how to react in such 

conditions. Moreover, we live in one world and we cannot isolate ourselves from all the chaos 

happening around which also connects to each of us and to how we respond. Besides, I have also 

attended the sessions on areas of my interest like violence against women and girls or exploring 

feminist interpretation which gave me a hint of what kind of projects I would like to manage in the 

future by raising awareness and changing the attitude since it is currently an emerging topic in our 

country. 

 

 
At the conference, I had a chance to have a small talk and to discuss the topics raised during the 

conference with the director of Peopleôs Museums Somers Town, Diana Foster, director of 

programmes at National Saturday Club, Dhikshana Pering and the director of the Dovecot Studios, 

Celia Joicey. I hope that one day I will meet all these people again for another discussion or for 

possible collaborations.

Edinburgh Museums Association Conference ITP Legacy Project, 29 October ï 6 

November 2022 

The journey to 

Edinburgh and the MA 

conference actually 

started before the 

pandemic and the long 

awaiting time just made 

the moments there even 

more appreciated. More 

than that, it being a 

legacy project of the ITP 

painted the entire 

experience in a more beautiful and professional light; it was also a happy reunion with the ITP 

team and family, with 2019ôs friends, but also with other ITP members I knew only from the 

network. The event also had a strong, happy impact on me; the MA conference talked several 

times about the museumôs employee wellbeing, about the efforts and actions taken to improve 

their life as much as is done to improve the public visits in the museums, so I felt very good to 

be there because this is exactly what the ITP legacy project was doing and giving to us: a 

continuous process to make us better professionals and to strengthen our confidence in our 

work and in our international team work.  
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ñMake change happenò ï the conferenceôs main theme ï has 

lots of meanings, different for every one of us. A famous 

ancient quote says ñchange is the only constant thing in lifeò; 

itôs in our nature to seek it, to do it, to follow it. In our case, as 

museum professionals, it is our job to seek improvements in 

our and for our work; we seek to meet other professionals, to 

change ideas and solutions for our daily museum activities. I 

hoped with this legacy project to meet, in particular, 

professionals in the conservation field and I found even more 

than I expected. Among the museum professionals, I also 

found several companies who were dealing with the heritage 

conservation field ï this is unusual in Romania, most of the 

time, the museums or their labs have to take care of 

everything. I had very good conversations in the breaks 

between the conference presentations and workshops, 

with representatives of Deepstore Records 

Management (their solution to deposit various artifacts 

into a salt mine which had been transformed into a 

deposit, seemed like a great practical idea); Turtlebox 

(safe transportation for museums), IPARC 

(International Platform for Art Research and 

Conservation) etc. I was also impressed that most of the representatives were aware of 

climate action protection and their solutions for the museum were created accordingly, to the 

environment protection standards; for example, Turtlebox products have an estimated life of 

20 years, during this period, its estimated that more than 40 trees are saved and even more, 

and it can be recycled after 

this time of use. I think the idea 

of having these companies 

during a scientific event is a 

must for future museal events, 

theory must meet practice 

whenever is possible.  

 

Among others, the MA 

conference highlighted several times, through presentations or workshops, that the

environment is everyoneôs responsibility, the museums must increase their educational role, 

the modern audience is increasing in diversity and the museums are transforming themselves 

into cultural ecosystems with very active roles in peopleôs lives; they get people together for 

greater good, for the same purposes, for equality and last but not least, for inclusion.  

 

This edition of the conference was a very good reminder about the status of our career and 

themes - how to analyse it and how to improve it; where are our goals, what motivates us and 

how do we plan what we want ï these areas were explained and discussed during the 

workshops, as well as tough reality exercises and questions sessions. During the sessions, I 

was particularly interested in the ñCulture during conflictò; it was a pure example of the museal 

real life in the 21st century under modern conflict. We can deal with many things, but in the 

ugly case of a military conflict, nothing rational works and then heritage becomes a ñthingò to 

conquer or to destroy in order to impose the winnerôs point of view. Speakers from Ukraine, 

Syria, Iraq, UK and the USA pointed out the museumôs role in these scenarios and how 

important it is to save heritage and to use it for (re)building community stories and identity. 

This was a highly important lesson, especially with the ongoing conflict near our borders and 

a very good memento to improve our conservation standards, to update and re-think our plans 

for saving heritage in case of a conflict or other major situation. 

 

The legacy project in Edinburgh was a very happy reunion with ITP 2019 friends, Nagwa and 

Alsu; we felt so ñadultò now being an older generation from the ITP and we also felt very proud 

to be part of a network with such a strong identity. I also had the pleasure to meet Chantal and 

Marine. Our museum has a rich collection of ecclesiastic art objects and sharing some details 

about them with Marine, we realised we can start work for a future event, for a cultural bridge 

between Romania and Armenia; we both have common interests and research subjects that 

would be appreciated in both our countries. So, let the future begin! 
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In the previous days of MA 

project, we had some 

amazing visits behind the 

scenes and meeting with the 

staff at V&A Dundee, (a 

fantastic) tour in the

REPORT   

Almost 16 years of professional activity in the museum sector of Armenia brought me to 

different harbors. Out of the 16 years, I have been managing the Museum of Russian Art 

(Abrahamyan collection) for almost 7 years. During my professional journey I have been a 

founding member of 2 professional networks; ICOM Armenia and the Association of Museum 

Workers and Friends. But a special place in my career path goes to the British Museumôs 

International Training Programme where I became a fellow in 2014.  

During my work career I have been part of several professional gatherings in the frames of 

state, private and ICOM led conferences, however, I have always had the desire to take part 

in the Museums Association led conferences. Since my student years I used the MA journal 

for my study and research. I never thought I would get any opportunity to be a part of 130 

years of this legacy. As a member of the ITP network, I was notified of a wonderful opportunity 

to attend the UK Museums Association conference from November 5-7 2022. So, after a 

lengthy break, I was delighted to return to the United Kingdom. This time, ITP fellows had 

chance to attend a fantastic professional gathering in Edinburgh hosted by the Museums 

Association of the United Kingdom. The Museums Association Conference "Make Change 

Happen" started on November 3rd in Edinburgh. The conference brought together 

professionals from all over the world to discuss and debate global transformations that are 

occurring everywhere, such as the fight against climate change, natural and man-made 

disasters, racism, and so on. Several interesting speeches and ceremonies followed one 

another. One of the exhibitions "Still Parents: Life After Baby Loss," had a profound impact on 

me. This is what museums must do: speak out about difficult stories and create platforms for 

their people and communities. It was not surprising that this exhibition was named the Best 

Museum Change Lives Award winner. 
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The first day of the conference provided me with a lot of inspiration and motivation to think 

about new ideas and take risks with new projects. The conference themes and subjects 

demonstrated once again that we, as museum managers, must foster change and be 

examples of change within our countries, communities, organizations, and families. 
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As a member of ICOM Armenia and a representative from the Armenian museum community, 

I was making comparisons with themes and topics offered by ICOM. What is surprising here 

in the UK is that the center of the whole conference was human, with its current problems, 

challenges and success stories. All the projects in the UK so far are about courage and 

passion, working collaboratively, inclusively, and ethically. The museums champion diversity 

and equity, they campaign for social and climate justice and finally, they change by example. 

The Museums Association mission ñInspiring museums to change livesò and ñInclusive, 

participatory and sustainable museums at the heart of their communitiesò seems to be deeply 

rooted into museums activities across the UK. 

                      

During the conference I participated in the sessions about Museum Ethics, developing yourself 

and others, Emerging Museum Professionals: We are the future, Supporting workforce and 

wellbeing etc.  
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Among the topics, ñwell-beingò was of great interest to me. Environmental factors that affect 

us and the experiences we have throughout our lives are all part of our well-being. They may 

be related to traditional areas such as economic policy, health, and education. However, well-

being is also important in the aspects of our lives in which we define ourselves: our own 

abilities as individuals; how we treat ourselves; the quality of our relationships with others; and 

our sense of purpose. I got introduced to terminology and universality as well as to projects 

which are carried out in the frames of this campaign.  
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As a part of my trip, I enjoyed some wonderful trips to different cities and venues. The ITP 

team put great effort in to arrange for fellows a beautifully tailored programme with the 

opportunity to explore Scotland, its museums, wonderful cities, and people from Edinburgh to 

Dundee to Aberdeen. One of the highlights of our trip was the stopover in Dundee and visit to 

the V&A Dundee.  Dundee is one of the cities in Scotland, where museums are actively 

cooperating with local communities. As well as the beautiful architecture, the museum offers 

some wonderful community-led projects, finding solutions to everyday challenges. As such, 

an exhibition under the title "Plastic" in the museum addressed one of the most problematic 

issues for the whole world. The exhibition takes the visitors through a journey where one can 

get acquainted with the origin of plastic, its historical development, the damage caused by it, 

and what kind of programmes society organises today in relation to recycling and cleaning 

nature of them. Besides the V&A Dundee we also visited the University collections in 

Aberdeen where diverse collections from across the globe are stored. I must also highlight 

National Museums Scotland. The museum was a mix of traditional and contemporary. Every 

gallery of the museum makes you feel you are at a crossroads of different civilizations. I must 

point out the part of the exhibition where curators showcased the narrative for people with 

different sexual orientations.
