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Greece and Rome

The Department of Greece and Rome were privileged and
delighted to welcome three outstanding delegates for our 2025
programme: Demetra Ignatiou, Associate Curator at the Bank of
Cyprus Cultural Foundation and freelance curator/museographer
from Cyprus; Perthan Dénertag, a specialist in urban archaeology
from the General Directorate of Cultural Heritage and Museums,
Ministry of Culture and Tourism, in Ankara, Tirkiye; and Olena
Shevchenko, head of archaeological collections management and
the research department at Odessa Archaeological Museum,
Ukraine (currently on secondment at the Department of Classics,
King’s College, London).

Colleagues from across the Department of Greece and Rome
introduced Demetra, Perihan and Olena to the collections,
archives and library, while our collection care team provided

a memorable introduction to the challenges of managing the
collections, including decanting large-scale sculpture (with the
help of the heavy lifting team). Allison Kidd introduced the group
to the Museum’s Masterplan. The group had a chance to engage
with the proposals that curatorial teams are currently preparing for
submission and learn more about our aims for engaging external
specialists and origin communities in our research. Anna Willi
kindly introduced our fellows to her work on everyday life in the
ancient Mediterranean and how she plans to display this theme in
the museum in the future. Ollie Croker guided our guests around
the bonkers but brilliant Soane Museum, following on from Vicky
Donnellan’s session on the history of the classical collections in
our department. Kate Morton meanwhile provided an excellent
overview of archaeological illustration, past and present, which
helped Demetra, Perthan and Olena to plan the visuals for the
Object in_focus project.

Thomas Kiely took the team to Greenwich — a beautiful and
inspiring place, brimming with great museums and heritage sites
—as well as to Colchester to visit the Castle Museum and Roman
Circus Visitor Centre. In addition to experiencing a smaller
regional museum, and a fascinating example of how modern
development reveals ancient remains (the circus), the team were
able to see Roman-era mosaics discovered in and around the oldest
town in Britain. This was very relevant to their Object in_focus topic
— the Hinton St Mary Mosaic. Their proposals for its redisplay was
bursting with great ideas, beautifully and engagingly presented,

and attracted a lot of attention and praise from the other fellows
and from our visitors.

Our delegates also took part in several joint-organised activities.
Courtesy of Aurelia Masson-Berghoff (Egypt and Sudan), and
colleagues from Conservation (Rachel Berridge) and Scientific
Research (Aude Mongiatti and Frederik Rademakers), they joined
our delegates from the Department of Egypt and Sudan for a
fascinating session on the analysis, conservation and display of
jewellery. Marcel Marée (Egypt and Sudan), Olga Zagorodnia
(Scientific Research), Maria-Gabriella Micale (Middle East) and
Allison Kidd (Greece and Rome) facilitated an excellent, day-
long seminar on Culture in Crisis, which explored the various
challenges and solutions curators and archaeologists face with the
illegal art market and in times of conflict.

It is always a pleasure to welcome colleagues from overseas to the
ITP, and this year was no different. Everyone in Greece and Rome
enjoyed their warm and friendly company and we learned so much
from Demetra, Perihan and Olena. We were privileged to hear
about their work, experiences and aspirations. We wish them well
in the years ahead, and look forward to future collaboration and,
of course, friendship.

This year, the Department of the Middle East was delighted

to host four I'TP Fellows from Syria, Oman, Iraq, and Iran,
whose enthusiasm and commitment brought real energy to

the programme. Throughout their time with the department,
they took part in presentations, tours, and hands-on ‘show and
tell” sessions led by the curators and collection care staff. They
responded with thoughtful questions and lively discussions that
revealed their curiosity and eagerness to learn from the Museum’s
practices.

The fellow’s experience was broadened by study trips across

the UK, including visits to Glasgow, Newcastle, Norfolk and
Manchester, and a particularly successful day in Cambridge, where
they explored Islamic manuscripts at the University Library, toured
colleges, and enjoyed the Pre-Islamic and Islamic collections at the
Fitzwilliam Museum.

Collaboration on their Object in focus group project further
demonstrated the fellows adaptability and teamwork for exhibitions
on the scale of the British Museum, resulting in a joint outcome
that drew on their diverse chronological and geographical
background and expertise.

Senior Fellow 2025
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The 2025 Senior Fellow was Chantal Umuhoza, Curator, Rwanda
Cultural Heritage Academy (Rwanda, I'TP Fellow 2018). Chantal
arrived on 23 June and was in London until 29 August as the
programme’s 12th fellow to take on the role.

Having participated in the programme previously, Chantal
provided the 2025 cohort with knowledge of the course, London
and our UK partner museums. In return, the role offered Chantal
the opportunity to further her knowledge in the delivery and
development of skills sharing programmes, to reconnect with the
British Museum and UK partner colleagues and to make new
connections across our global network.

Working with the I'TP team, Chantal devised a new iteration of
the Future of Museums workshop, which was first introduced to the
annual programme in 2024.

After discussions
in their groups, fellows share their ideas for facing these global
issues. Chantal’s workshop was a fun and engaging way to round
off the previous six weeks, while also allowing time to discuss some
of the themes covered by the annual programme.

Ten days of the I'TP were spent at UK partner institutions,
allowing fellows to explore regional museums across the UK.
Time away from the British Museum and London presents fellows
with a very different set of benefits and challenges as museum
professionals. Fellows often find regional museums more relevant
to their home institutions, holding strong local — as well as
international — collections and having to be constantly creative in
their approach to developing and engaging with their audiences.

Placements are decided in consultation with our UK partners,
ensuring that suitable partnerships are made and that fellows can
make the most of their experience. As with departmental time

at the British Museum, partners deliver programmes to smaller
groups which enables them to tailor their programmes and be
reactive to the needs of individual fellows.

As demonstrated in the reflections by our UK partner museum
colleagues, these placements provide valuable skills and knowledge
sharing opportunities for our fellows and partners and will ensure
that the ground is laid for potential future collaborations.

In what is always a full programme, the fellows spent their time

in Glasgow between venues, with sessions held across several of

the museum service’s sites, including Kelvingrove, The Burrell
Collection, The Riverside Museum and Glasgow Museum of
Modern Art (GoMA), allowing for fellows to interact with a range
of staff and explore a variety of collections and approaches to
display and curation. Visting us at a time of redevelopment to one
of our venues, the People’s Palace Museum, the fellows were able to
contribute to a consultation event focused on engagement around
slavery and empire, its legacies, and how we can reflect this in the
new galleries. Interpretation, community engagement and co-
curation were common threads throughout the sessions in Glasgow,
and these topics inspired much conversation and reflection amongst
the fellows and Glasgow Museum’s staff.

Poor weather and the arrival of storm Floris did unfortunately
impact the fellows’ time in Glasgow with a day lost due to high
winds. Fortunately, we were able to make some changes to the
programme and re-schedule a visit to the museum stores at the
Glasgow Museum’s Resource Centre.

In Lincoln, our four fellows, Demetra Ignatiou, Leila Alsammak,
Olena Shevchenko and Deemanka Jayakodi arrived to find an
empty museum as we are currently undergoing development and
refurbishment of our main gallery space. It led to an interesting
opening discussion with lots to share about how we got here and
where the museum is currently within this project. There were
many similarities with the fellow’s current situations at their own
museums. This also came across in their afternoon presentations
which they did for Museum colleagues. They were then able

to view and discuss the temporary storage of the larger objects
that are not currently on display, whilst waiting for conservation
assessment before going back into the Museum.

Across the week we were able to discuss how the Heritage Service
operates and what Lincoln and Lincolnshire has to offer, as well as
finding out where the fellows worked and their interests.

Managing the heritage and material culture across the city

and county takes a joined-up approach, and the fellows had the
opportunity to meet our colleagues in the Historic Places Team, who
are responsible for the Historic Environment Record and advising
the planning process, which guides the archaeology the museum
receives through commercial projects. The fellows were given tours
of the museum stores, the repositories of Lincolnshire Archives, and
a visit to our conservation labs which was key to their interests and
prompted another session on the use of our collections database.

Due to the inclement weather due on Sunday and Monday we had
to rearrange some of our schedule and asked the fellows what they
would like to see and a trip to the seaside was requested, with of
course time for ice cream! They agreed that they wanted to get a
feel for the place they were staying.

We discussed managing sites and had interesting tours around

the standing Roman remains to show the development of Lincoln
and an in-depth tour of Lincoln Castle with reference to the
management and display of the Magna Carta and Charter of the
Forest. We discussed the work of the exhibitions team within the
Usher Gallery looking at the current rehang and how we work
with our wider communities as part of our Arts Council funded
programme. We finished their time with us with a trip to Temple
Bruer Preceptory, an early 13th-century tower that formed part of
the Templar church.

The I'TP programme this year has, as ever, been of mutual benefit
to all through the generosity of the fellows and staff sharing their
interests and cultures.

The fellows visited Manchester Art Gallery on the first morning,
with an excursion to Platt Hall, near Rusholme’s famous Curry Mile
in the afternoon. The morning at the Gallery was spent touring
the collections galleries, discussing how displays have recently been
refreshed to introduce diverse voices to address colonial histories
and the urgent issue of climate change. Re-curating the displays
has involved working with global majority artists, volunteers, visitor
engagement staff climate activists and students, including students
of English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL). There was

a frank discussion of some of the difficulties in overhauling long
established displays, including conservation and storage issues,

the need to retain certain works used in support of the National
Curriculum for schools and managing the expectations of external
partners. Before lunch the fellows met the Collection Information
Manager and discussed documentation issues, including strategies
for decolonising the data associated with collections.

In the afternoon, the fellows visited Platt Hall, once the
18th-century home of the Worsley family and from 1947, home
to the city’s costume collection. The team at Platt Hall now
concentrates on working with local communities and partners,
with a focus on everyday creativity and wellbeing. There was an
exchange of experiences working with community groups, and
how such projects need to develop slowly and iteratively.

The second day at Manchester Art Gallery began in reflective mode
in the Room To Breathe gallery, a space which encourages visitors
to experience art in a more mindful way. The fellows then explored
how work at the Gallery is funded and reflected on similarities and
differences in funding models of each other’s institutions. This was
followed by a tour of Taking Stock, a project reviewing over 200 years
of collecting. We reflected on the legacy of historic collecting in the
fellows’ institutions, including one museum which is currently only
2 years old and rapidly expanding its collections. The collections
review theme continued in the afternoon with a discussion about
working with communities to re-evaluate historic collections, a
central theme of the forthcoming Splendours of the Stkh Raj exhibition.
The afternoon concluded by meeting the Retail, Events and Cafe
team and celebrating with tea and scones.

Shortly afterwards, the
team met with Dominic Bilton (Project Producer) for an engaging
walk through Dominic’s latest project, Recoverist Curators — a co-
curated exhibition exploring the Whitworth’s collection through
the lens of recovery with the visual arts charity Portraits of Recovery.

At Manchester Museum, after a brief but responsible Health and
Safety tour of our spaces before we opened to the public, fellows were
welcomed by our Director, Esme Ward. After lunch, the group met
African Provenance Researcher Lucy Edematie to hear about her
work on our Anthropology collections and then took a tour of our
Chinese Culture Gallery with curatorial adviser Fang Zong.

Fellows were introduced to the wider staff over tea and homemade
cake in our staffroom, allowing more informal discussion

about our ethos. Finally, fellows joined Curator of Egypt and
Sudan, Campbell Price, to explore storerooms and think about
research access, public communication of collections, and ethical
consideration of displaying human remains.

Key to the success of the International Training Programme is the
inclusion of a wide range of voices that share their knowledge and
experiences with each year’s cohort.

At the British Museum, programme partners provided a variety

of sessions. Sara Kayser, Museum Consultant from KulturIT, led
an open discussion looking at collection documentation. Sara has
previously delivered sessions on documentation for the I'TP annual
programme and for legacy projects, and we were delighted to
welcome her back to share her expertise with the 2025 cohort. We
were also pleased to welcome back Ronan Brindley, who delivered
a subject specialist session on learning and engagement. Ronan has
previously worked at Manchester Art Gallery and served as a UK
partner museum representative for the I'TP for many years. We are
pleased to be able to still work with Ronan as part of the wider ITP
global network.

Programme partner institutions invite fellows to visit other
museums, to meet staff, explore collections, or give them an
introduction to an area of the cultural sector with current
relevance. Working with institutions outside of the British Museum
provides a change of dynamic to the programme, allowing fellows
to explore as much of the cultural sector in the UK as possible and
to enhance their global network.

We were delighted to be able to work with colleagues at the

V&A for another year. In a day organised by Benjamin Hinson,
International Programmes Manager, and Catherine Bryant,
International Programmes Assistant, fellows were able to visit three
V&A sites in London. The morning was spent visiting the newly
opened V&A Storehouse, where fellows had the opportunity to see
the open storage facility and learn about how the V&A’s collection
has been opened to the public. In the afternoon, we were excited
to revisit Young V&A, the 2024 Art Fund Museum of the Year. A
networking lunch with the Young V&A team was followed by an
introduction to the museum, its vision and overview of how the
galleries have been redisplayed. We were also given a tour of the
museum’s latest temporary exhibition, Making Egypt. Our day with
the V&A finished with an evening visit to the South Kensington
site, where fellows had the opportunity to experience a ‘“V&A late’
event and visit the current exhibitions.

ITP Research and Conference Grants 2025

In response to I'TP Fellows seeking support to attend conferences
and carry out research, the I'TP offers financial assistance for
fellows to attend and participate in conferences and to conduct
research which will help develop professional skills and networks in
the museum and heritage sector. Successful applicants demonstrate
the relevance of attending a conference or carrying out research, to
their professional needs and development and how they can draw
on experiences from the ITP annual programme and legacy work.

In 2025 the I'TP awarded nine conference grants, supporting
fellows to attend conferences on diverse themes including
Regenerative Museums for Sustainable Futures; Archaeology of the Bone
Objects in the Eastern Mediterranean, Near East, the Black Sea area and the
Balkans during the Hellenistic, Roman and Early Byzantine periods and the
World Archaeological Congress. We were also able to support fellows to
take part in the ICOM General Conference 2025, Dubai on The
Future of Museums in Rapidly Changing Communities.

We are also supporting four fellows working on research projects
looking at How the social and moral issues along with vibrant
climate of India transformed significantly the British palette of
Turner, Blake and Stubbs during the 18th & 19th centuries and
Establishing the Effects of Climate Change on National Museums
of Kenya. Tangible Heritage for Sustainability, Adaption and
Resilience; Integrating Climate Action Strategies.

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The ITP and Museums Association Conference 2025

Ancient India co-creation project

2025 saw the culmination of 15 months’ work by Siddhant

Shah, Founder of Access For ALL (India, I'TP Fellow 2021) and
colleagues in the Departments of Asia and Learning & National
Programmes to conceptualize and develop a Sensory Trail for the
Ancient India; living traditions exhibition.

Siddhant worked to co-create the Sensory Trail and a supporting
resource kit through extensive community engagement and this
project was focussed on accessibility, creativity, and inclusivity,
ensuring that the final design would resonate with neurodiverse
audiences.

In Autumn 2023, I visited Mumbai as part of a trip exploring the
possibility of borrowing devotional works of art from GSMVS
(Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Vastu Sangrahalaya) for my
exhibition Ancient India: living traditions. I was also keen to meet
up again with I'TP Fellow Siddhant Shah of Access for ALL, who
1s also based in Mumbai, because his work ensuring everyone can
access arts and culture is so important and I wanted to bring this
approach to the forthcoming exhibition. Over lunch, we chatted
about opportunities for collaboration that would bring together
community and accessibility.

The outcome was a sensory trail developed in partnership with the
Asian People’s Disability Alliance located in Brent, north London.
Over several sessions, Siddhant joined APDA members alongside
British Museum colleagues including Jaime Prada, Jessica Starns
and Kajal Meghani. Together, they shaped a five-stop sensory
trail which enables and encourages people to engage with sacred
images on display in Ancient India: living traditions through
sensory activities. Siddhant facilitated this trail in English and
Gujarati as part of a Relaxed Opening on August 18 and it was
well received by participants!

The ITP and ICOM UK Conference 2025

In 2025 we invited eight I'TP Fellows to join us on 30 April & 1
May at the ICOM UK Conference which focussed on Regenerative
Museums for Sustainable Futures.

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Generous philanthropic support — combined with an active
analysis of the International Training Programme alumni —
has enabled the British Museum to plan ahead with added
confidence, as we develop and deliver new and engaging
opportunities for the programme’s growing network of
culture and heritage professionals.

2026 will mark a major milestone for the International Training
Programme. As well as celebrating our 20th programme and

our 20th anniversary, the Museum is delighted that the I'TP has
attracted renewed major funding for a further five years, taking
it up to 2030, with generous support from an anonymous donor.

The Annual Programme 2026

For 2026 the Museum is planning a six-week summer programme,
welcoming participants to the UK from Saturday 4 July to Sunday
16 August 2026. The ‘core skills’ group sessions will remain an
essential part of the annual programme while workshops will be
shaped and created by current issues in the culture and heritage
sector and the areas of interest highlighted by our 2026 cohort.

New developments trialled in the 2025 programme — and feedback
from our cohort — will see the creation of more personalised
programmes and a greater range of programme partners to ensure
that each participant can gain maximum benefits of taking part in
the annual programme.

ITP Research and Conference Grants 2026

Our research and conference grants have proved a popular source
of financial support for fellows to attend conferences and carry out
their professional research. Reports on the completed grants are
shared on the I'TP website to provide resources and information to
our wider network.

These will continue through 2026 with particular focus on support
for fellows working with and across the I'TP global community.

ITP and MA Conference 2026

In previous years, I'TP Fellows have joined us at the Museums
Association (MA) conferences in Glasgow (2016), Manchester
(2017), Belfast (2018), Brighton (2019), online in 2020 and 2021,
Edinburgh (2022), Gateshead (2023), Leeds (2024) and Cardiff
(2025). Feedback amongst the alumni to these opportunities has
been overwhelmingly positive.

For 2026, the ITP will again invite up to five I'TP Fellows to join
us in the UK for a week-long programme of visits, tours, and
networking with our UK and programme partners which will sit
alongside the MA conference. The fellows will be selected through
an open application process based on the theme of the conference.

ITP Newsletter 2026

The Annual Programme Senior Fellow 2025 Chantal Umuhoza,
will take on the role of guest editor of the I'TP Newsletter 2026,
helping develop the theme and content.

To mark 20 years of ITP, our 13th network newsletter, will focus
on collaboration and we will be sharing fellows’ stories of work
across the network that look at the impact of being part of an
international community of culture and heritage professionals.

Appendix 2
Museum Project Day: visiting London museums

Museum Project Day asks the fellows to visit another London
museum or gallery and apply their learning from the I'TP so far,

as well as their knowledge as heritage professionals, to consider

its visitor offering. Museums and galleries serve as vital platforms
for reflection and connection, embracing themes that shape our
collective experience. This year’s Museum Project Day focussed on
intersecting challenges faced by the global museum and heritage
sector. These themes were later reflected on during 2025 Senior
Fellow Chantal Umuhoza’s Future of Museums session.

This year’s themes were:

+ Accessibility and inclusion

* Women’s rights and equality

+ Climate emergency, social justice, sustainability

* Migration, intergenerational legacy, cultural identity

Divided into five small groups, the fellows were assigned an
exhibition to visit and given a list of prompts to consider. They
were then tasked to write a collaborative blog post detailing their
experience and findings. Below is a list of the exhibitions visited,
and a brief overview of the fellow’s feedback.

London Transport Museum

London Transport’s Caribbean Workforce

Given the focus of migration, intergenerational legacy and cultural
identity, this group explored the experiences of the Windrush
generation and their vital role in shaping modern London. The
display revealed how migration, once advertised as opportunity,
often led to hardship, yet Caribbean resilience became an integral
part of British culture. Through recorded testimonies, objects, and
videos, the group saw how Caribbean labour sustains London,
influencing its food, music, and festivals. The group described
mixed emotions: sadness and anger at the discrimination faced, but
also hope and pride in the community’s achievements. The display
highlighted that success grows through struggle, partnerships,

and perseverance, while also prompting reflections on present-

day migration crises. However, the group noted shortcomings in
signage and broken interactive elements, and object labelling risked
weakening its impact, particularly for family audiences. Still, its co-
curated approach and authentic voice underlined the importance of
letting communities tell their own stories. The group left reminded
that even modest exhibitions can connect deeply when they offer
honesty, accessibility, and emotional resonance.

Gathering Ground

Thinking through the lens of climate emergency, social justice

and sustainability, this group explored connections between

land, community, and identity. The fellows noted powerful works
including Abbas Akhavan’s Study for a Monument, bronze casts

of endangered plants laid like war casualties, and Bruce Conner’s
Crossroads film of nuclear bomb tests, evoking both ecological loss
and collective grief. Installations by Abbas Zahedi and Edgar Calel
linked recycled materials, sound, and natural offerings to renewal,
gratitude, and cyclical balance. The group praised Tate Modern’s
sustainable practices — renewable energy, rainwater harvesting,
recyclable labels, and QR codes for deeper engagement. While they
suggested clearer text to suit all audiences and improved crowd
management, they admired the exhibition’s organisation, mixed-
media approach, and emotional resonance. Gathering Ground
ultimately demonstrated how museums can act as catalysts for care,
dialogue, and collective action toward a sustainable future.

The Design Museum

More than Human

Also exploring climate emergency, social justice and sustainability,
this exhibition challenged the group to reconsider human-centred
design and to see the world through non-human perspectives. The
fellows reflected on works that encouraged empathy with nature,
such as hearing a river’s voice, designing for insects, or consulting
“The Council of Kelp” for solutions to today’s crises. Their
highlights included DnA_Design’s Into the Island, which prioritises
ecosystems over new construction, and sustainable projects like
Faber Futures’ NPOL Original and Jessie French’s Sands of Time/
Red Flag. Thomas Thwaites’ playful GoatMan performance
exposed the difficulty of escaping human experience, while Ursula
Biemann’s Forest Mind invited spiritual reconnection with the
natural world. The fellows debated the positioning of indigenous
knowledge — arguing it should be central to the story of design and
critiqued the linear exhibition layout, suggesting a more circular
flow would better reflect holistic thinking. Despite these points,
they found the exhibition inspiring and thought-provoking, offering
a powerful reminder of the need for humility, sustainability, and
collaboration between humans, nature, and design.

The Horniman Museum and Gardens

Wele sl S/ All Eyes on Her!

Considering the theme of women’s rights and equality, this group
appreciated how the exhibition reframed the representation

of Egyptian women by centring their lived experiences and
challenging long-standing European narratives by offering more
authentic, rooted perspectives. The fellows noted the eclectic mix
of objects from antiquity and contemporary collections, including
cultural dress, amulets, and contemporary art highlighting
empowerment and resistance. Everyday items like bras, eyeliner,
and hijabs become symbols of agency, protection, and solidarity.
While inspiring and innovative, some of the group felt the small
display space and dense arrangement limited each piece’s impact,
and some questioned whether the bright pink background
unintentionally reinforced stereotypes. For most, the exhibition
stood apart from more traditional, top-down displays, instead
presenting Egyptian women as narrators of their own histories.
The fellows left feeling challenged, inspired, and hopeful for a
future of greater representation and equality - underscoring the
power of museums to amplify marginalised voices.

V&A

Design and Disability

Exploring the themes of accessibility and inclusion, this group
learned how design can address inequalities faced by disabled
people, highlighting accessibility, inclusion, and activism.
Organised into three sections — Visibility, Tools, and Independent
Living — the exhibition amplified the voices of disabled, Deaf, and
neurodivergent communities, showcasing objects and concepts
created both for and by them. Powerful messages included
challenging pity, promoting solidarity and participation, inspiring
all audiences, and celebrating technological innovation as a

tool for empowerment. Accessibility was a priority within the
exhibition itself, with tactile and sensory maps, BSL videos, Plain
English and large-print guides, and QR-coded audio descriptions.
The Visibility section examined protest movements and design
activism, while Tools challenged stereotypes by presenting disabled
individuals as co-creators. Independent Living emphasised the
right of disabled people to full inclusion in urban and social life.
The fellows were impressed by the use of interactive technologies
and tactile exhibits to enhance engagement, though some found the
number of objects and labels overwhelming and wished for more
hands-on experiences. Despite these issues, the group agreed that
the exhibition succeeded in questioning ableism and inspiring a
rethinking of disability both inside and beyond the gallery.

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Appendix 3
Object in focus

As an ongoing project throughout the six-week programme, fellows
were asked to use their existing skills and experience, and the
knowledge gained throughout the annual programme, to create,
develop, and propose a new interpretation for an object currently
on display in the British Museum. Working in their departmental
groups, with an object chosen by their departmental mentors, the
fellows created a label and text panel, and other supporting material
to help their object ‘speak’. The proposals were presented in an
evening with British Museum staff, supporters, and members of the
global I'TP network. For the first time in this format, the supporters’
reception was held in the Museum’s Wellcome Trust Gallery.
